Mulligan Tickets: Each player (or team) may use mulligans to replay a shot without penalty. A mulligan allows you to take a second attempt from the same spot—simply replay the shot and continue with the new result. Mulligans may be used on any non-contest hole and must be declared before taking the second shot.
Bonus Raffle Entry:
Write your name and the hole where each mulligan was used on the back of your mulligan ticket. Turn in your completed ticket at the end of the tournament to be entered into a special prize drawing.
Use them wisely—and play with integrity. Once your mulligans are gone, they’re gone!
String Game: Each player (or team) that purchases a length of string that can be used to improve your lie or finish a putt. At any point during play, you may use the string to move your ball closer to the hole—simply measure the distance you want to move the ball, cut that length from your string, and place your ball at the new spot.
String is most commonly used to “hole out” short putts or improve position around the green. Once a portion of string is used, it cannot be reused—cut it off and continue play with the remaining length.
Use it wisely—once your string is gone, it’s gone!
