FAQS
Is this a registered charity?
All proceeds from the golf tournament go to the Petra Janjic Scholarship Fund which is administered by the Hamilton Foundation for Student Success (HFSS), a registered charity.
Where does the money go?
Every year the Petra Janjic Memorial Scholarship presents a graduating Hamilton District School Board student with a single large financial award to assist fund their post-secondary education.
Can I get a receipt?
Currently only cash donations are eligible for charitable receipts for tax purposes.
Who attends?
Friends and family connected to Petra, local business owners, professionals, and community supporters who come together for a meaningful cause. It still has a very personal, community feel, but it’s grown into a well-supported annual event. 
How many people?
The golf tournament has approx. 250 golfers and there are another 150 that attend the post-golf reception, so an audience of approx. 400.
How are prize donors recognized?
